IBVMs and ClJs have been working in partnership for a
year. Cynthia CJ took up her role as CJ Representative
to the United Nations on 21 October 2017.
Communication with our network throughout the
world is done mainly through Province UN
Representatives. Our first joint CJ/IBVM online
meeting of Province UN Representatives was held in
October. At this meeting the hope we expressed was
to engage with the United Nations, with our wider
network and to work as ONE Mary Ward family to
address the big issues of the world. As a group we
have the possibility of a greater impact for good if we
are effective in our networking.

Fourth Woman President of the General Assembly
of the United Nations

Maria Fernanda Espinosa Garces, poet and politician from
Ecuador, is the 73rd President of UN General Assembly
and the fourth woman to preside over the General
Assembly since the first session was held in 1946. As you
can see from the photo she is also the first woman from
the Latin American and Caribbean region to preside over
the Assembly.
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The IBVM NGO has been at the United Nations for 15
years. The Advisory Committee availed of this time
to do a survey with the IBVM Sisters on the impact
of NGO at United Nations on their Ministry over the
last 15 years. The learnings and challenges will help
as both CJ and IBVM advance on a common ministry
at the UN.

The Heads of State and Government gathered to address
the General Assembly in late September. When they left,
their diplomats, in New York, continued the work through
Six Main Committees. Some of the concerns addressed
include the following:

*Special Rapporteurs noted that global pledges to improve
children’s well-being remain ‘A Distant Dream’ without
renewed respect for their rights, notably protection.

*The High Commissioner for Refugees appealed for a return
to dignity where refugees and migrants are no longer
branded as ‘threats’ and dehumanized in campaigns
seeking political gain.

*Experts pressed governments to honor Human Rights
Treaties because there is evidence that extremism and
intolerance are overshadowing moves towards Democracy.

Human Trafficking was initially addressed under the Drugs
and Crime section in Vienna. However, in recent years, as

Legal m been taken up in New York - in the Security Council, the
Instrum ‘ General Assembly, ECOSOC Commissions and, from the

human rights perspective, in Geneva. It is a cross-cutting
issue which is now addressed in the 2030 Sustainable
Development Agenda, the Global Compacts on Migrants
and Refugees and other processes. The original UN
Document, the Palermo Protocol, is one of three protocols
within the larger United Nations Convention against
Transnational Organized Crime. The Protocol is reviewed
every two years in Vienna. This year Sr. Winifred Doherty,
Good Shepherd congregation, presented a statement on
behalf of a number of NGOs in New York. One of the burning
questions has been how to achieve accountability on the
part of member states. Some small steps have been taken, but it is an uphill struggle. Read the Statement here.
