“International Plastic Bag Free Day is dedicated to heightening awareness about these and very real and pressing issues brought about by
this most popular of disposable carrying devices. We are reminded that those bags we pick up from the retailers are used for an incredibly
short time, usually under 25 minutes, and are then disposed of. They may pass out of our thinking then, but they do not pass out of our
world. Plastic bags remain in the world for anywhere from 100-500 years before finally decaying completely, and have a profound impact
